SMOKE ALARMS AND THE LAW!
Landlords & Tenants take note:
Current legislation mandates working smoke alarms in all BC residences. Most homeowners/
landlords are aware and have installed smoke alarms.  Some may not realize that alarms have a 
“best before” date. If the unit is 10yrs old, replace it.  Old alarms may function properly when the 
TEST button is pushed, but this only checks the circuits.  It aWhile it is up to the landlord to 
supply the alarm and ultimately ensure it works, it is up to those in the residence to test monthly 
and clean out as needed.  One new battery per year is the minimum for most units.  There are 
special alarms equipped with 10-yr batteries.
We need working alarms in every residence.  Lives depend on it!  Please test yours today. Need 
advice, tips, or assistance?

Fortunately, Nelson has yet to experience another 
Snowmageddon this winter such as we saw last winter 
season, but we have experienced steady snow fall, with 
some very icy conditions which has kept our crews busy 
as they maintain our  roads and pedestrian routes.  We 
appreciate the co-operation from residents who follow 
the Odd/Even parking rule by moving vehicles to allow 
our equipment to plow to the curb.  The Odd/Even rule 
requires vehicles to park on the even numbered side of 
the street on even numbered calendar dates and park on 
the odd numbered side of the street on odd numbered 
calendar dates. Vehicles in contravention of these 
restrictions are subject to a $60 fi ne and/or will be towed 
and impounded at the owner’s expense. 
Crews have put down nearly 4,500 tonnes (equivalent to 320 full dump trucks) of sand this winter 
and in a few short weeks they will be kicking off the annual spring sand clean-up.  In order to 
effectively and effi ciently clean streets, we need one lane free of parked vehicles which is why 
the odd/even parking rule extends to April 30th each year.  Spring clean-up is expected to take 
approximately 5 weeks to complete the entire city.  In addition to the odd/even rule, the City may 
temporarily barricade parking on certain streets. We appreciate the public’s co-operation as we 
work to prepare our beautiful city for spring and summer fun!
